Dear Parishioners,

Again this summer St. Mark’s, together with other Tampa Deanery churches, are sending work teams back to the Dominican Republic to continue the work on a new school, church, and food program building. They are traveling to La Barquita, a small, very poor village located along the river Osama, on the outskirts of Santo Domingo. This is the second of three-year construction project to complete a new eight-room school building, sanctuary, parish hall and food shelter. It is yet another ambitious project for the Tampa Deanery Mission Teams. 

This new building will provide a much needed elementary school for the community, a place for worship, fellowship, and a community food shelter.  When completed, the new building will also serve as a hurricane shelter as many houses there cannot withstand such winds and rain.

The three teams of 16-18 missionaries will complete the following:

Team 1 (June 12-June19):  Build the formwork for the poured-concrete roof, columns, and beams.

Team 2 (June 19-26):          Complete the formwork and start to install the reinforcing steel.

Team 3 (June 26-July 3):    Complete the installation of the reinforcing steel, install the electrical 


                conduits, and pour the roof slab.

In addition to constructing this building, team members will be participating in worship, prayer, daily devotions, and sharing the love of Christ with our brothers and sisters in our Companion Diocese of the Dominican Republic.

This year’s project cost per team member is estimated at $1700. This amount covers the team member’s transportation, lodging, and food as well as all construction costs including building materials, local assistance, etc. While the cost of this project is substantial, $75,000 - $80,000, the impact that this eight-room school building will have on the future of the families in La Barquita cannot be measured in mere dollars.

During the mission trip to the Dominican Republic, we ask that you pray for team members. We also ask that, if possible, you give a financial gift to support them, their work, and the children of La Barquita . If you are able to pray and/or make a financial contribution to this project, please complete the enclosed Sponsor Form and return it with any gift in the enclosed envelope.
